- This appliance is intended to be used in household and
similar applications such as:

» Staff kitchen areas in shops, offices and other
working environments.

» Farm Houses.

» By clients in hotels, motels and other residential type
environments.

» Bed and breakfast type environments.

- This appliance may only be used by persons (including
children) with reduced physical, sensory or mental
capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, if
they are supervised whilst using it. They may only use
it unsupervised if they have been shown how to use it
in a safe manner. They must be able to recognise and
understand the dangers of misuse.
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SAFETY WITH CHILDREN:

- This appliance can be used by children aged from 8
years and above.

- Children less than 8 years of age should be kept away
unless continuously supervised or they have been
shown how to use it in a safe manner. Children must
be able to understand and recognise the possible
dangers caused by incorrect operation.

- Children should be supervised in the vicinity of
the appliance.

- Never allow children to play with the appliance.

- Cleaning and user maintenance should not be carried
out by children without supervision.

- Children aged from 3 to 8 years are allowed to load
and unload refrigerating appliances.

- Materials used for packaging (nylon, staplers,
Styrofoam etc) may cause harmful effects to children,
they should be disposed of immediately.

- Children can injure themselves on an open door. Do
not let children sit on the open door, lean against it or
swing on it.

TECHNICAL SAFETY:

- Maintenance and repair work must be made only
by authorised Caple service technicians. Installation
and repair work that is carried out by unauthorised
technicians may endanger you.
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- While the appliance is under warranty, repairs should
only be undertaken by a Caple authorised service
technician. Otherwise the warranty will be invalidated.

- It is dangerous to alter or modify the specifications of
the appliance in any way. The requirements for this
appliance are stated on the rating label.

- Risk of injury due to electric shock. Any contact with
live connections or tampering with the electrical
or mechanical components of the appliance will
endanger your safety and may lead to the appliance
malfunctioning.

- To maintain the efficiency and safety of your appliance,
we recommend you always use original spare parts
and to call only our authorised Caple Service agents in
case of need.

- Multi-socket adapters and extension leads should
not be used to connect the appliance to the mains
electricity supply.

- The electrical system of this appliance may be used
safely only when it is correctly connected to an
efficient earthing system in compliance with the safety
standards currently in effect.

- Insert the plug into a socket with an efficient ground
connection. If the socket has no ground contact or the
plug does not match, we recommend you consult a
qualified electrician for assistance.

- The appliance must be connected with a properly
installed fused socket. The power supply (AC) and
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voltage at the operating point must match with the
details on the rating plate of the appliance.

- Consult a qualified electrician or service person if the
Grounding instructions are not completely understood,
or if you have doubts on whether the appliance is
properly grounded.

- The incorrect grounding may cause breakdown and
electric shock.

- We do not accept responsibility for any damages that
occur due to ungrounded usage.

- If the socket does not match the refrigerator plug,
it must be replaced by the manufacturer, a service
agent or similarly qualified persons in order to avoid a
hazard.

- A specially grounded plug has been connected to the
power cable of your refrigerator. This plug should be
used with a specially grounded socket of 13 amperes.
If there is no such socket in your house, please have
one installed by an authorised electrician.

INSTALLATION WARNINGS:

- Prior to installation, ensure that the local distribution
conditions (electricity voltage and frequency) and the
requirements of the appliance are compatible.

- During installation the appliance must be completely
disconnected from the mains electricity supply.

- Do not operate the appliance before it is fully installed.
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- The appliance must be installed by an authorised
technician.

- Your appliance must be at least 10cm away from gas
hobs, gas ovens and heater cores.

- If your freezer is placed next to a deep freezer, there
must be at least 10cm between them to prevent
humidity forming on the outer surface.

- Caple is not responsible for any damage that may
be caused by defective placement and installation by
unauthorised persons.

- When unpacking the appliance, make sure that it is not
damaged during transportation.

- Check the appliance for any damage.

- In the case of any defect; do not use the appliance and
contact your retailer or Caple Service immediately.

- Ensure that the supply cord is not wedged, trapped
or damaged during the installation. If the supply cord
is damaged, it must be replaced by a Caple service
technician or similarly qualified persons in order to
prevent a hazard.

- Never touch the power cord/plug with wet hands. This
may cause a short circuit or electric shock.

- The plug must be accessible after installation.

- Do not locate multiple portable socket-outlets or
portable power supplies at the rear of the appliance.

- Protect your appliance against atmospheric effects. Do
not expose it to effects such as sun, rain, snow etc.
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DURING USE:

- Do not store explosive substances such as aerosol cans
with a flammable propellant in this appliance.

- Place drinks with high alcohol content vertically in
the fridge compartment and make sure their tops are
tightly closed.

- If you know you will not be using the appliance for a
while switch it off from the main supply and unplug it.

- Keep ventilation openings, in the appliance enclosure
or in the built-in structure, clear of obstruction.

- Do not place your appliance on a carpeted surface as
this will prevent adequate ventilation.

- When the appliance is not in use, we recommend you
turn it off, and isolate it from the electrical supply.

- This appliance must be used in the vertical position on
a flat surface.

- Do not use electrical appliances inside the food storage
compartments of the appliance, unless they are of the
type recommended by the manufacturer.

- The manufacturer will not be held liable for any
damages that might arise out of incorrect or improper
use of the appliance.

- Do not touch frozen goods with wet hands. Your hands
may freeze to the frozen food.

- Do not eat ice-cream or ice cubes immediately after
they are removed from the freezer compartment.
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Frozen food can cause frost burn to the lips and
tongue.

- Do not re-freeze partially or fully thawed food. This
may cause health issues such as food poisoning.
Defrosted food may only be re-frozen after it has been
cooked.

- Do not place glass bottles or cans containing
carbonated drinks in the freezer compartment as they
will burst when the contents freezes.

- If using the appliance to quickly cool drinks, do not
leave bottles inside the freezer compartment for more
than 1 hour, otherwise they could burst.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE:

- Clean the appliance thoroughly before use.

- Always switch off the appliance from the mains
isolating the electrical supply before any cleaning or
maintenance.

- Do not use mechanical devices or other means to
accelerate the defrosting process, other than those
recommended by the manufacturer.

TRANSPORT:

- Always transport the appliance in its original packaging
and in an upright position. Never tilt the appliance
backwards by more than 45 degrees.

- This model uses R600a as a refrigerant, therefore you

should take care during transportation and installation
to prevent the cooler elements from being damaged.
R600a is an environmentally friendly and natural gas,
but it is explosive. In the event of a leak due to damage
of the cooler elements, move your freezer away from
open flames or heat sources and ventilate the room
where the appliance is located for a few minutes.

- Never use the door handles for lifting.

- The appliance is heavy and could cause injury, it must
be transported by two people.

DISPOSAL OF OLD APPLIANCE:

- Old fridges and freezers contain isolation material and
refrigerant with CFC. Therefore, take care not to harm
environment when you are discarding your old fridges.

- If your old fridge or freezer has a lock, break or remove
the lock before discarding it, because children may get
trapped inside it and may cause an accident.

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USING THE APPLIANCE

» Before using your freezer, wipe all parts with a solution of warm water and a teaspoon of
sodium bicarbonate. Then, rinse with clean water and dry. Return all parts to the freezer
after cleaning.

» Remove all transport tapes and foam protection pieces. Clean the interior with a cloth
dampened in lukewarm soap and water. Rinse with clean water and dry.

» Your freezer may have an odour when it is operated for the first time. This is normal and the
odour will fade when your freezer starts to cool.

» When the appliance has been positioned, adjust the feet to ensure the unit is stable. This is
essential to ensure quiet running and proper door opening/closing.

A WARNING

Connect to the electrical socket but do not switch the power to the freezer on for at least 3
hours. The coolant within the product needs time to settle after it has been transported and put
into position, failure to do this will affect the cooling performance of your appliance.

» Once the appliance has settled, locate the thermostat dial on the product, set to “5" and
switch the power on. The compressor will begin to work. Close the door.

» We recommend that the door is not opened for a minimum of 4 hours to allow the
appliance to reach the standard operating temperature.

» You may hear faint gurgling or bubbling sounds when the refrigerant is pumped to the
cooling system and through the coils or tubing at the rear of the appliance. When the
compressor is in operation you may hear a slight whirring sound. The thermostat controls
the operation of the compressor, and you may hear a slight click as it cycles in and out, this

is normal.
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TEMPERATURE CONTROL DIAL:

The temperature in the appliance is controlled by the temperature control dial or thermostat
located at the top of the appliance. Rotate the control dial clockwise and anti-clockwise to
regulate the temperature inside the freezer.

1. TEMPERATURE CONTROL - OFF turns the appliance off, 1 is the warmest setting and 5 is
the coldest setting.

2. POWER INDICATOR - the green light will illuminate when the freezer is switched on.

3. HIGH TEMPERATURE WARNING INDICATOR - the red light will illuminate when the
temperature inside the freezer is too high. This may illuminate after the door has been
opened or when fresh food is added, and should switch off again once the temperature
within the freezer has stabilised.

4. SUPER FREEZE INDICATOR - the yellow light will illuminate when the super freezer
function has been activated with the super freeze button.

5. SUPER FREEZE BUTTON - should only be set 2 hours before a large amount of food is
placed in the freezer so the appliance will be at its coldest so it can rapidly freeze the food
that is added. After 24 hours, the function will be switched off automatically. During fast
freezing, press and hold the fast freezing button for 3 seconds, then the function will be
manually switched off immediately.

Depending on the ambient temperature of the room the appliance is situated in, you may
need to adjust the temperature control dial; in a room with a high ambient temperature, the
temperature control dial may need to be adjusted to a colder setting (moved towards setting
5) or in a room with a low ambient temperature the temperature control dial may need to be
adjusted to a warmer setting (moved towards settings 3).

Once the temperature control has been set, close the door and plug in the appliance. We
recommend that the door is not opened for a minimum of 4 hours to allow the appliance to
reach the standard operating temperature.

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INSTALLATION

» Avoid damaging the product during installation, positioning of the appliance requires two
people in order to avoid injuries or damage to the appliance.

The wooden cabinet the appliance is to be housed in must not be enclosed. The back wooden
panel of the cabinet must be removed completely. This is to allow sufficient air circulation to
cool down the condenser unit for energy efficiency.
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» Carefully push the appliance into the housing, ensuring that the cabinet doors are able to
fully close.

» Rollout the joint cover and on the side of the appliance without the hinges press it between
the appliance and the inside of the cabinet wall (start from the bottom and work upwards).

» Open the door and push the side of the appliance without the hinges against the side of
the cabinet wall. Fix the appliance in 2 places, 2 torx headed screws in the top plinth at the
top of the appliance and 2 torx screws in the feet (1 in each foot) at the bottom of
the appliance.
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» Apply blanking covers by clipping them in to place at the top metal plinth at the top of

» Apply the foot blanking covers by clipping them in to place on the feet at the bottom of
the appliance. The plastic stem on the foot caps are there as a guide of what the distance
between the product and the edge of the cabinet should be (approximately 42mm). Snap
off the plastic stem after installation.

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REVERSING THE FURNITURE DOOR

To reverse the door you will need to tilt the appliance backward to access the lower hinge
which holds the screws. Do not tilt the appliance more than 45° and do not lay the appliance
flat on its side.

CAUTION:

For your own safety, a minimum of 2 people should lift or tilt this product.

Tools Required: Torx headed screwdriver, flat headed screwdriver and hexagonal spanner or a
socket driver.

» Unscrew the 2 screws from the upper hinge and remove the freezer door by carefully lifting
it up and away from the appliance. Do not fix the hinge to the opposite side.
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» Unscrew the 2 screws from the lower hinge and remove the hinge.
DO NOT FIX THE HINGE TO THE OPPOSITE SIDE AT THIS STAGE.

» Remove all of the screw cap covers on the opposite side of the appliance from where the
hinges have just been removed. Remove the hinge plugs on the top and bottom of the door
and fix them to the opposite side.

» Flip over the upper hinge 180° (so the pin is pointing upwards) and fix on to the opposite
side at the bottom of the appliance. Place the door back on to the lower hinge.
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» Flip the lower hinge 180° (so the pin is pointing downwards) and put the pin of the hinge
into the top of the door and fix it in to place. Ensure the door is aligned horizontally and
vertically so that the seals are closed on all sides before finally tightening the top hinge pin.

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FOOD STORAGE

» The freezer is used for storing frozen food, freezing fresh food, and making ice cubes.

» To freeze fresh food, ensure that as much of the surface of the food as possible is in
contact with the cooling surface.

» Do not store fresh food next to frozen food as it can thaw the frozen food.

» Before freezing fresh food, divide it into portions that can be consumed in one sitting.

» Consume thawed frozen food within a short period of time after defrosting

> Never place warm food in the freezer compartment as it will thaw the frozen food.

» Always follow the manufacturer’s instructions on food packaging when storing frozen food.
If no information is provided food, should not be stored for more than 3 months from the
date of purchase.

» When purchasing frozen food, make sure that it has been stored under appropriate
conditions and that the packaging is not damaged.

» Frozen food should be transported in appropriate containers and placed in the freezer as
soon as possible.

» Do not purchase frozen food if the packaging shows signs of humidity band
abnormal swelling.

» Itis probable that it has been stored at an unsuitable temperature and that the contents
have deteriorated.

» The storage life of frozen food depends on the room temperature, the thermostat setting,
how often the door is opened, the type of food, and the length of time required to transport
the product from the shop to your home. Always follow the instructions printed on the
packaging and never exceed the maximum storage life indicated.

» The maximum amount of fresh food (in kg) that can be frozen in 24 hours is indicated on
the appliance label.

NOTE:

If you attempt to open the freezer door immediately after closing it, you will find that it will not
open easily. This is normal. Once equilibrium has been reached, the door will open easily.
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IMPORTANT NOTE:

» Never refreeze thawed frozen food.

» The taste of some spices found in cooked dishes (aniseed, watercress, vinegar, assorted
spices, ginger, garlic, onion, mustard, thyme, black pepper, etc.) changes and they assume a
strong taste when they are stored for a long period of time. Therefore, add small amounts of
spices to food to be frozen, or the desired spice should be added after the food has thawed.
The storage time of food is dependent on the type of oil used. Suitable oils are margarine,

~

calf fat, olive oil and butter. Unsuitable oils are peanut oil and pig fat.
Food in liquid form should be frozen in plastic cups and other food should be frozen

~

in plastic or bags or containers. The table below is a quick guide to show you the most
efficient way to store the major food groups in your freezer compartment.

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CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

Disconnect the unit from the power supply before cleaning.
Do not wash your appliance by pouring water on it.

Do not use abrasive products, detergents or soaps for cleaning the appliance. After washing,
rinse with clean water and dry carefully. When you have finished cleaning, reconnect the plug
to the mains supply with dry hands.

» Make sure that no water enters the lamp housing and other electrical components.

» The appliance should be cleaned regularly using a solution of bicarbonate of soda and
lukewarm water.

» Clean the accessories separately by hand with soap and water. Do not wash accessories in
a dishwasher.

» Clean the condenser with a brush at least twice a year. This will help you to save on energy
costs and increase productivity.

NOTE:
The power supply must be disconnected during cleaning.

REPLACING LED LIGHTING
To replace any of the LEDs, please contact Caple Service to arrange. This should only be
performed by a qualified electrician.

WHEN THE APPLIANCE IS NOT IN USE
When the appliance is not in use for long periods, disconnect from the electricity supply, empty
all of the food and clean the inside. Leave the door open to prevent the build-up of odours.

POWER FAILURE
If there is a power failure during the storage of frozen foods, keep the door closed.

If the temperature within your freezer should rise, do not refreeze the food without checking
its condition.
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DEFROSTING:

NOTE:
Care must be taken when performing the following procedure.

Defrost twice a year or when a frost layer of approximately 7mm (1/4") has formed.

» 2 hours before the defrosting process, set the thermostat knob to "5, to make sure the
food is at the lowest temperature before removing the frozen foods. All food should be
wrapped in several layers of newspaper and stored in a cool place (e.g. fridge or larder).

» Place several layers of new paper or towels underneath and next to the freezer door/
compartment.

» Switch off the appliance at the socket outlet and pull out the mains plug.

» Remove all drawers, baskets, etc. and leave the door open. Containers of warm water (not
hot) may be placed carefully in the freezer to speed up the defrosting process.

» Never use hairdryers, electrical heaters or other such electrical appliances for defrosting.

» When the ice has melted, clean and dry the interior. Wipe up any spillages that may have
occurred.

» Switch the appliance on and replace any frozen food.

A CAUTION:

Never use sharp metal tools as it may damage the appliance. Never use an electrical heater,
this may cause an electric shock.
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TRANSPORT AND REPOSITIONING

TRANSPORTATION AND CHANGING POSITIONING
- The original packaging and foam may be kept for re-transportation (optional).

- Fasten your appliance with thick packaging, bands or strong cords and follow the instructions
for transportation on the packaging.

- Remove all movable parts (shelves, accessories, vegetable bins, and so on) or fix them into the
appliance against shocks using bands/tape when re-positioning or transporting. Always carry
your appliance in the upright position.
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TROUBLESHOOTING

BEFORE CALLING FOR SERVICE
Reviewing the information below may save you from calling for service.

THE APPLIANCE DOES NOT OPERATE CHECK IF:

» There is power to the unit

» The general switch in your home is connected

» The socket is working. To check this, plug in another appliance that you know is working
into the same socket.

» The fuse has not blown

» The voltage is correct for the appliance

» There has been a power cut

THE APPLIANCE PERFORMS POORLY CHECK IF:

» You have not overloaded the appliance

» The freezer temperature set to MAX

» The door is closed perfectly

» There is no dust on the condenser

» There is enough space at the rear and side walls for ventilation

THE INTERNAL TEMPERATURE OF THE APPLIANCE IS TOO COLD

» Increase the temperature by adjusting the thermostat to a lower setting. The highest setting
should only be used as a rapid cool and only set 2 hours before a large amount of food is
placed in the freezer.
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THE APPLIANCE DOORS DO NOT CLOSE PROPERLY CHECK IF:

» There are no obstructions preventing door closure

» The door compartments and shelves are correctly in place
» Check the door seal is not warped or torn

» Check the appliance is level

THE APPLIANCE HAS ODOUR / SMELLS CHECK IF:

» All the food and drink that is in the freezer is in date and correctly packaged.

» There are any spillages on each shelf, rack and drawer.

» The drainage pipe is not clogged or the drip tray at the back of the appliance is full.
The pipe can be cleared by pouring hot water through. You must ensure the appliance is
turned off, the plug is removed from the socket and a jug or bucket is in place to catch the
flow of water.

SHORT CRACKING:

»  Heard when the thermostat switches the compressor on/ off.

COMPRESSOR NOISE:

» Normal motor noise. This noise means that the compressor operates normally. Compressor
may cause more noise for a short time when it is activated.

BUBBLING NOISES:

» This noise is caused by the flow of the refrigerant in the tubes of the system.

AIR BLOW NOISE:

- Normal fan noise. This noise can be heard in freezers during normal operation of the system
due to the circulation of air.
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EXCESS ICE OR FROST IN SIDE THE APPLIANCE :

» Check the door has not been left open.
» Check the door gasket is clean and undamaged.

DOOR JOINTS:

» If the edges of freezer cabinet that the door joint contact are warm; especially in summer
(hot weather), the surfaces that the joint contact may get warmer during the operation of
the compressor, this is normal. If humidity builds up inside the freezer;

» Is all the food packed properly?

» Are the containers dried before placing them in the freezer?

» s the freezer door opened frequently? Humidity of the room gets in the freezer when the
door is opened. Humidity build up will be faster when you open the door more frequently,
especially if the humidity of the room is high.

IF THE DOORS ARE NOT OPENED AND CLOSED PROPERLY

» Do the food packages prevent closing of the door?

» Are the door compartments, shelves and drawers placed properly?
» Are door joints broken or torn?

» Is your freezer on a level surface?

IF THE INNER / OUTER SURFACES ARE WET

» Caused by condensation. Dry the inside of the appliance.

RECOMMENDATIONS

» To stop the appliance completely, unplug from main socket (for cleaning and when the door
is left open).

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ENERGY SAVING TIPS

1. Install the appliance in a cool, well ventilated room, but not in direct sunlight and not near
a heat source (such as a radiator or oven) otherwise an insulating plate should be used.

2. Allow warm food to cool before placing them inside the appliance.

3. Avoid keeping the doors open for long periods and opening the doors too frequently
as warm air will enter the appliance and cause the compressor to switch on
unnecessarily often.

4. Keep the covers of the different temperature compartments (such as the crisper
and chiller) closed.

5. The door gasket must be clean and pliable. Replace gaskets if worn.
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
